The upper section from Kingswells to Foggieton is identical in line to the already designed, previously preferred route of Murtle, but generally lowered to greatly improve the impact on the environment.  At Foggieton the road then follows the contours of the land and joins the current design of AWPR south of Milltimber.

The road then continues North of Craigingles Wood and Hare moss, then again takes the route of the previous preferred route of Murtle at Jameston, to join the A90 at Charleston.

The Fastlink option runs from Jameston junction to the A90 south of Portlethen.
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
