1. Introduction

1.1 The Scottish Ministers, as Trunk Roads Authority ("the Promoters"), are seeking confirmation of the various draft Road Orders and draft Compulsory Purchase Orders to allow the construction of the proposed Aberdeen Western Peripheral Route ("the Scheme").  This Supplementary Statement of Case has been prepared to augment the Statement of Case submitted on behalf of the Promoters to the Directorate for Planning and Environmental Appeals on 17 June 2008.  This Supplementary Statement of Case responds to additional matters raised in statements of case submitted by the following relevant persons and other parties who have indicated that they intend to take part in the Public Local Inquiry;

1.2 As indicated in the Statement of Case, the Promoters' case will be presented in four chapters;

1.2.1 Issues in relation to the Scheme as a Whole;

1.2.2 Issues in relation to the Northern Leg (North Kingswells to Blackdog);

1.2.3 Issues in relation to the Southern Leg (Charleston to North Kingswells) and;

1.2.4 Issues in relation to the Fastlink (Stonehaven to Cleanhill).

This Supplementary Statement of Case will address additional matters raised in the statements of case submitted by the above listed parties within the relevant chapter of evidence.  An outline of the additional evidence to be presented by each witness appearing on behalf of the Promoters in relation to the additional matters is provided in the relevant sections below.

1.3 Specific comments are also made in this Supplementary Statement of Case relation to the statements of case by the above listed parties, where it is felt that insufficient information has been provided to give an indication of the case to be presented.

2. Scheme as a Whole

 Corridor Selection

2.1 In addition to the evidence regarding the route corridor selection process to be presented by Alasdair Graham, Transport Scotland's Project Manager for the AWPR, a brief overview of the process of making of a compulsory purchase order, assessment and payment of compensation and the role of the Valuation Office Agency will be provided.

Scheme Design and Route Selection

2.2 In addition to those matters described in the Statement of Case dated 17 June 2008, Robert Galbraith of Jacobs Engineering UK Limited will present evidence on the technical and financial issues associated with alternative route alignments put forward by other parties to inquiry.

2.3 There is an obligation on those parties proposing alternative route alignments to give sufficient details of the alternative route to enable it to be identified.  For a meaningful comparison of the effectiveness, technical or environmental impacts of any alternative to be made against the Scheme, details of any route alignment, consideration of junction layouts, location of any tunnel portals, a description of any supporting structures and some detail of earth works is required.  Where this information has not been provided, Transport Scotland will liaise with the relevant parties to try to gain an understanding of the proposed alternative, sufficient to enable some comparison to be made.

Junction Design

2.4 In addition to those matters described in the Statement of Case dated 17 June 2008, Andrew Mackay of Jacobs Engineering UK Limited will present evidence on the technical and financial issues associated with alternative junction layouts put forward by other parties to inquiry.

2.5 There is an obligation on those parties proposing alternative junction layouts to give sufficient details of the alternative layout to enable it to be identified.  For a meaningful comparison of the effectiveness, technical or environmental impacts of any alternative to be made against the Scheme, details of any junction layout, a description of any supporting structures and some detail of earthworks is required.  Where this information has not been provided, Transport Scotland will liaise with the relevant parties to try to gain an understanding of the proposed alternative, sufficient to enable some comparison to be made.

Tunnelling 

2.6 Certain alternatives proposed by other parties to the inquiry have included proposals for tunnelled options.  Tom Morrow of Jacobs Engineering UK Limited will present evidence by way of written submission to describe tunnelling design standards and methodologies applicable within the UK, general tunnelling constraints and general costs associated with tunnelling.

2.7 It is not intended that this written submission will respond in detail to any of the alternatives proposed by other parties to the inquiry, but will rather set the context for consideration of proposed alternative route alignments by the relevant technical witnesses appearing on behalf of Transport Scotland.

Planning Policy Implications
2.8 The planning policy implications of alternative route alignments or junctions proposed by other parties to the inquiry will, where relevant, be addressed by John Smith of Jacobs Engineering UK Limited within the session into the relevant locational section of the Scheme.

Ecology

2.9 The ecological impacts of alternative route alignments or junctions proposed by other parties to the inquiry will, where relevant, be addressed by Dr Peter Gilchrist of Jacobs Engineering UK Limited within the session into the relevant locational section of the Scheme.

Noise
2.10 The impacts of alternative route alignments or junctions proposed by other parties to the inquiry from a noise and vibration perspective will, where relevant, be addressed by Dr Bernadette McKell of Faber Maunsell (formerly Hamilton & McGregor) within the session into the relevant locational section of the Scheme.

Air Quality

2.11 The impacts of alternative route alignments or junctions proposed by other parties to the inquiry on air quality will, where relevant, be addressed by Professor Duncan Laxen of Air Quality Consultants Limited.

2.12 Given the anticipated limited nature of Professor Laxen's evidence, it appears to the Promoters that it would be most efficient to lead his evidence once at the general session in relation to the Scheme as a whole.

Cultural Heritage
2.13 The impacts of alternative route alignments or junctions proposed by other parties to the inquiry on cultural heritage and archaeology will, where relevant, be addressed by Alastair Rees of Jacobs Engineering UK Limited.

2.14 Given the anticipated limited nature of Mr Rees' evidence, it appears to the Promoters that it would be most efficient to lead his evidence once at the general session in relation to the Scheme as a whole.

Landscape and Visual
2.15 The landscape and visual impacts of alternative route alignments or junctions proposed by other parties to the inquiry will, where relevant, be addressed by Mark Lancaster of Jacobs Engineering UK Limited within the session into the relevant locational section of the Scheme.

2.16 From the information contained in the statements of case which have proposed alternatives, there is currently insufficient information available to Transport Scotland to assess the landscape and visual impacts of alternatives proposed.  In particular, where details of vertical alignments or earthworks associated with alternatives have not been provided, only a limited assessment of the landscape and visual impacts of alternatives can be undertaken.  Transport Scotland will liaise with those parties to inquiry who have proposed alternatives to the Scheme to obtain and, where possible, agree this information to enable meaningful comparisons to be made.

Flooding and Water Quality
2.17 The impacts of alternative route alignments or junctions proposed by other parties to the inquiry on flooding and water quality will, where relevant, be addressed by Ronnie Falconer of Jacobs Engineering UK Limited within the session into the relevant locational section of the Scheme.

Land Management 
2.18 The impacts of alternative route alignments or junctions proposed by other parties to the inquiry on agricultural land use, farm businesses, forestry, sporting interests and land use capability will, where relevant, be addressed Graham Kerr of SAC within the session into the relevant locational section of the Scheme.

Specific Observations in relation to Statement of Case on behalf of RoadSense

2.19 In its statement of case, RoadSense has identified its intention to show that the Promoters have failed to demonstrate that the preferred route is the most suitable route having regard to inter alia financial costs, economic efficiency and environmental impact.  The Promoters do not intend to lead evidence on the economic justification of the Scheme as it is of relevance to the decision in principle, which is outwith the scope of the inquiry.  Evidence will be presented on Scheme costs associated with alternatives which may be proposed by RoadSense, to enable a comparison to be carried out by the Reporters.

2.20 RoadSense confirms in its statement of case that it will present evidence on the merits of the alternative routes considered by Transport Scotland at the public consultation during 2005, in comparison with the Netherley-Milltimber Brae option.  It is noted that, while RoadSense intend to lead general evidence on the relative benefits/ disbenefits of the alternative route alignments which have been disregarded by the Promoters, RoadSense has not identified a specific alternative route in preference to the Scheme.

Specific Observations in relation to Statement of Case on behalf of Aberdeen Greenbelt Alliance

2.21 Two tunnelled alternatives are discussed by Aberdeen Greenbelt Alliance; the Eastern tunnelled bypass and the Hazlehead tunnelled route.  

2.22 Transport Scotland will liaise with Aberdeen Greenbelt Alliance to clarify the detail of the alternatives proposed, to assist a comparison of the technical and environmental impacts of the alternative to be made against the Scheme where possible to do so.

2.23 It is noted that, as set out in the relevant notice dated 17 April 2008, the Scottish Ministers, having taken a policy decision to construct a special road to the west of Aberdeen, have appointed the Reporters to hold a public local inquiry into objections to the Scheme. The Promoters accept that objectors are entitled to identify an alternative to the Scheme and that the existence of an alternative may form a ground of objection to a CPO.  However, the nature of such an alternative would involve the identification of an alternative route or site for junctions for a special road to the west of Aberdeen.  Accordingly, the Promoters consider that any alternative to the east of Aberdeen would fall outwith the scope of the inquiry.

Specific Observations in relation to Statement of Case on behalf of Sink the Link

2.24 Reference is made to a number of technical issues which will form the case to be presented by Sink the Link, including reference to 'locking in the benefits' of the Scheme. The Promoters consider that the question of locking in benefits forms part of the wider transport strategy for the North East of Scotland and falls outwith the scope of the inquiry.  The Scottish Ministers have directed that they do not wish to be advised by the Reporters on the justification for the principle of the Scheme in economic, policy or strategy terms.  

2.25 Reference is also made to peak oil and rising oil prices being factored in to the cost/ benefit analysis of the Scheme.  The Promoters consider the issue of the overall cost or cost/benefit of the Scheme to be outwith the scope of the inquiry.  The Scottish Ministers have directed that they do not wish to be advised by the Reporters on the justification for the principle of the Scheme in economic, policy or strategy terms.

3. Northern Leg 


Land Management

3.1 Graham Kerr of SAC will present evidence in relation to agricultural, forestry, sporting and land use capability issues pertaining to properties within the Northern Leg.  

3.2 A statement of case has been submitted on behalf of SAC, in which it is indicated that Mr Clive Richardson, Property and Estate Group Manager at SAC, will give evidence on the current farming operations, the impact of the loss of the western access and impact of the route on the estate.  To avoid any perceived conflict of interest which may arise in the event of Graham Kerr, an SAC employee, giving evidence on behalf of Transport Scotland in relation to the case to be presented on behalf of SAC, an additional witness will be led to present evidence in relation to land management issues arising from the case to be presented on behalf of SAC.

3.3 Mark Walkinton, ADAS, will present evidence in relation to land management issues arising from the case to be presented on behalf of SAC.

Specific Observations in relation to Statement of Case on behalf of Messrs McIntosh

3.4 The statement of case submitted on behalf of Messrs McIntosh describes an alternative Goval Junction.  While the plans accompanying the statement of case indicate the alternative junction and alignments proposed, they do not provide comprehensive details to enable a full comparison to be made.  For example, no details are provided of the structures proposed to cross the Goval Burn, nor are details provided of the new junction layout at the realigned A947 and side road leading from Meadowhead where shown on plan 61312/08.  However, it is hoped that Transport Scotland and Messrs McIntosh will be able to discuss these design issues to enable a comparison of the technical and environmental impacts of the alternative to be made against the Scheme, including agreement on the performance of the junction.

3.5 The statement of case submitted on behalf of Messrs McIntosh contends that the economic justification of an alternative route is outwith the scope of the inquiry.  The Promoters would reiterate the position set out in its Statement of Case dated 17 June 2008.  Evidence will be presented on costs associated with alternatives proposed by objectors, to enable the Reporters to carry out a comparison of alternatives against the Scheme.

4. Southern Leg 


Land Management

4.1 Graham Kerr of SAC will present evidence in relation to agricultural, forestry, sporting and land use capability issues pertaining to properties within the Southern Leg.  In response to statements of case submitted on behalf of Mr Mitchell and Mrs Petrie, a livery assessment will be undertaken by SAC.  In addition to the matters set out in the Statement of Case dated 17 June 2008, Graham Kerr will also address the findings of the livery assessment.

Specific Observations in relation to Statement of Case by Henry Irvine-Fortescue

4.2 Mr Irvine Fortescue has indicated that he intends to lead evidence on alternative routes and alternative designs, including the location of junctions.  Two proposals, each with three sub-options, have been described.  However, insufficient information has been provided to clearly identify the alternatives proposed, nor to allow comparison of their technical and environmental impacts against those of the Scheme.

4.3 Transport Scotland will liaise with Mr Irvine-Fortescue to clarify the detail of the alternatives proposed, to assist a comparison of the technical and environmental impacts of his proposed alternatives to be made against the Scheme where possible to do so. 


Specific Observations in relation to Statement of Case by Peter Wyatt

4.4 Mr Wyatt has indicated in his statement of case that he intends to lead evidence in relation to the overall configuration of the AWPR, but no further information is provided to identify the substantive issues to be raised.  It is noted that no alternative alignment is proposed.

4.5 Greater detail of the case to be led by Mr Wyatt would be welcomed, to enable the witnesses appearing on behalf of the Promoters to address any issues to be raised by Mr Wyatt in their precognitions.

Specific Observations in relation to Statement of Case on behalf of Mr and Mrs Grant

4.6 It has been indicated in the statement of case on behalf of Mrs and Mrs Grant that evidence is to be lead challenging the need for the AWPR.   By letter dated 17 April 2008, the Reporters appointed to hold the Public Local Inquiry into the objections to the Scheme and associated Orders confirmed the scope of the Public Local Inquiry.  For the reasons stated therein, the Scottish Ministers do not wish to be advised by the Reporters on the justification of the principle of the Scheme in economic, policy or strategy terms.  Accordingly, the Promoters consider this area of evidence to be outwith the scope of the inquiry.

Specific Observations in relation to Statement of Case on behalf of the Silverburn Community

4.7 The Silverburn Community will propose an alternative route from Milltimber to Kingswells, to the East of Kingshill Wood, the Eastern Route.

4.8 The Silverburn Community will propose an alternative route between Milltimber and Charleston, to the North of the current proposed route.

4.9 The Silverburn Community has indicated that it will present a superior design of the side roads and underpass alignment to that forming part of the Scheme.

4.10 Insufficient detail has been provided on any of these alternatives proposed to enable a meaningful comparison of the technical and environmental impacts to be made.  Transport Scotland will liaise with the Silverburn Community to clarify the detail of the alternatives proposed, to assist a comparison of the technical and environmental impacts of the alternative to be made against the Scheme where possible to do so.

5. Fastlink

Poultry

5.1 Paul McMullin of Poultry Health Services will present evidence on the potential impact of the Scheme on the transmission of viruses and the risk of viral disease among broiler chickens, with specific reference to the impact of the Scheme on Elrick Farm and the business of North Elrick Limited.
Specific Observations in relation to Statement of Case by Mavis Petrie

5.2 Ms Petrie has indicated in her statement of case that she intends to lead evidence in relation the environmental issues at Blakiewell, but no further information is provided to identify the substantive issues to be raised.

5.3 Greater detail of the case to be led by Ms Petrie would be welcomed, to enable the witnesses appearing on behalf of the Promoters to address any issues to be raised by Ms Petrie in their precognitions.  

Specific Observations in relation to Statement of Case by Mr K and Dr R Stewart

5.4 Mr K and Dr R Stewart have indicated that they intend to lead evidence on an alternative route including the location of junctions.  However, insufficient information has been provided to clearly identify the alternatives proposed, nor to allow comparison of their technical and environmental impacts against those of the Scheme.

5.5 Transport Scotland will liaise with Mr K and Dr R Stewart to clarify the detail of the alternative proposed, to assist a comparison of the technical and environmental impacts of his proposed alternatives to be made against the Scheme where possible to do so.

6. Presentation of the Case

6.1 It has previously been estimated that the Promoters' case will take approximately four weeks to present including a reasonable allowance for cross-examination.   Having regard to the number of alternatives put forward by other parties to the inquiry, it is anticipated that the Promoters' case will take approximately six weeks to present including a reasonable allowance for cross examination.

6.2 In order to allow the inquiry to run as efficiently as possible, the Promoters will give consideration to those areas where it may be appropriate, having regard to the cases put forward to other parties, to lead evidence by way of written submission. 

7. Documents

7.1 The Promoters will refer to the documents listed at Annex A.

7.2 Following discussion with other parties to the inquiry, the list of core documents appended to the Promoters' Statement of Case has been updated.  The revised core document list forms part of Annex A.
